
The Holy Trinity - 1st Sunday after Pentecost
Sunday, May 31, 2026

Introduction to the day
Though the word trinity is not found in the scriptures, today’s second reading includes the apostolic greeting 
that begins the liturgy: The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, the love of God, and the communion of the Holy 
Spirit be with you all. In the gospel Jesus sends his disciples forth to baptize in the name of the Father, and 
the Son, and the Holy Spirit. More than a doctrine, the Trinity expresses the heart of our faith: we have 
experienced the God of creation made known in Jesus Christ and with us always through the Holy Spirit. We 
celebrate the mystery of the Holy Trinity in word and sacrament, as we profess the creed, and as we are sent 
into the world to bear witness to our faith.

PRAYER OF THE DAY
Let us pray. 
Almighty Creator and ever-living God: we worship your glory, eternal Three-in-One, and we praise your 
power, majestic One-in-Three. Keep us steadfast in this faith, defend us in all adversity, and bring us at last 
into your presence, where you live in endless joy and love, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, one God, now and 
forever.
Amen.

FIRST READING: Genesis 1:1—2:4a
At the beginning of time, God the Creator, God the powerful Word, and God the life-giving Spirit form the 
earth and all its inhabitants. God sees that all this created work is good and then rests on the seventh day.

PSALM: Psalm 8
How majestic is your name in all the earth! (Ps. 8:1)

  
SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 13:11-13
Paul closes a challenging letter to the Corinthians with an appeal to Christian fellowship grounded in the 
triune harmony of Christ’s grace, God’s love, and the Spirit’s partnership.

GOSPEL: Matthew 28:16-20
After his resurrection, Jesus summons his remaining disciples and commissions them to baptize and teach all
nations in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

GOSPEL MESSAGE - THE HOLY TRINITY - Mission Partners

In Matthew 28:16-20, often referred to as “The Great Commission,” Jesus officially charges his disciples 
with tasks of teaching, discipling, and baptizing people of all nations and groupings. An assigned task or 
mission is the classic sense of the word commission. But what if we also considered Jesus’ charge to his 
disciples a co-mission—a mission together?

In John’s gospel, Jesus speaks plainly to the disciples about participating in, continuing, and even expanding 
upon Jesus’ work. Here in Matthew’s gospel, the resurrected Jesus declares his cosmic authority, having 
triumphed over even death, and then he immediately turns around to share that authority with the disciples. 
Their mission is Jesus’ mission: to build an inclusive community of compassion, mercy, and healing.

The work of Christ is shared work. We share it with one another, and we share it with Christ himself. The 
call to discipleship is always a community endeavor. In the liturgy for baptism, the gathered assembly 
affirms the newly baptized, saying, “We welcome you into the body of Christ and into the mission we share: 



join us in giving thanks and praise to God and bearing God’s creative and redeeming word to all the world” 
(ELW, p. 231).

Not one of us is tasked with saving the world by ourselves. Only Jesus could and would bear that 
responsibility, and even he chose to invite others into the work. It is by grace that we are counted among 
Jesus’ disciples. And it is within the community of grace that we continue to proclaim and manifest God’s 
kingdom on earth, as it is in heaven. We look to our community of faith for support, assurance, assistance, 
and solidarity as we partner with Christ and one another to bring God’s good news to the world.

Holy God, we are in awe of your creative work. Continue that work in your church, making us a new creation
that proclaims your presence and love. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Protect water sources, vegetation, and wildlife as 
reminders of who you are. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Redeemer God, you call us to pray for those in authority. Guide our leaders to pursue the work of fostering 
peace and community. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Sustaining God, you are mindful of your people in every circumstance. Heal those who are sick. Provide for 
all who hunger. Protect those in harm’s way. Comfort any experiencing hardship especially Chris Burchat, 
Natasha Gagnon-Burchat, Shirley Glickman, Donna L. Hoffman, Glenda Panke, Marilyn Schneider, Carolyn 
Schroeder, Heather Schruder, Doug Sell, Kimberly Thom, Roy Zadow, those in long term care facilities and 
senior residences. In this moment of silence, we name out loud or in the quiet of our hearts, those who need 
your healing touch. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Gracious God, we pray for the children of our church and community. Provide for their needs. Support their 
caregivers. Nurture their faith. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Loving God, we give thanks for those who have died and claimed their baptismal promises. Strengthen us to 
live as they did in communion with you. God of grace, hear our prayer.

Trusting you receive all our prayers, we commend our spoken and unspoken prayers to you, O God, through 
Jesus our Savior.  Amen.
